Three Day 2WD

Dry Season ltinerary

From May to October, it is the dry season in Kakadu National Park, with cooler
temperatures around 17°C to 30°C, making it Kakadu’s peak visiting season. Most
waterfalls stop flowing and the floodplains quickly dry out, while the low water
levels in the billabongs and floodplain reveal an explosion of wildlife activity.

Day One — Welcome

Embark on your three hour drive from Darwin
towards Kakadu National Park. Upon entering
the park, call into Mamukala Wetlands, where
you will be introduced to Kakadu’s floodplain
landscape teeming with wildlife.

Check into the world-famous Mercure Kakadu
Crocodile Hotel in Jabiru, unpack your bags
and have a cooling dip in the resort pool.

Day One — Afternoon

Take a scenic drive to Ubirr, a sacred site
that is significant for its Aboriginal Rock Art.
Experience a spectacular sunset, with 360°
views of the Arnhem Land escarpment
amalgamating into the floodplains.

As you traverse the ancient stone country
landscape, you’ll become privy to the artistry
and cultural heritage that defines this
extraordinary UNESCO World Heritage Listed
National Park.

Day One — Evening

Return to Mercure Crocodile Hotel for an air-
conditioned, indoor dining experience at
Manjmukmuk Restaurant and Bar.

The menu promotes the unique flavours of
Kakadu, with native ingredients such as
kangaroo, barramundi and buffalo. Enjoy the
extensive wine and bar menu featuring local
NT distillers and native ingredient inspired
cocktails.

Kakadu seasons

There are three different
Kakadu seasons during the
dry time. Visit Kakadu
Parks Access Report for

updates on what is open
during your time of travel.

Prior to arrival

You'll need to collect a
Kakadu National Parks pass
to enter the park. You can
either purchase the pass
online before heading into
the park, or from Bowali
Visitor Centre upon arrival.

Check-in at the hotel is
from 2pm daily.

Guided tour

Most rental cars do not
allow driving at night in
Kakadu. Never Never Safari
Tours is an option if this is
the case for your visit,
offering a pick-up and
drop-off from the Crocodile
Hotel. Book Never Never
Safari Tour to Ubirr

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Day Two — Morning

Enjoy a buffet breakfast at the Croc Hotel
before walking across the road to visit
Marrawuddi Arts & Culture; a vibrant working
space for local artists with a beautiful
exhibition area and delicious coffee.

Next, head toward Bowali Visitor Information
Centre, which is designed and inspired by an
Aboriginal Rock Shelter, with a wealth of
information and background to the Park’s
heritage and evolution.

Day Two — Day

Visit Burrungkuy (Nourlangie) for a visual
odyssey through time — an open-air cultural
museum. The paintings, shelters and artefacts
vividly showcase traditional ways of life from
various epochs, offering a captivating glimpse
into the rich heritage of the area. A 1.5 km
circular walk leads to the base, with
wheelchair-accessible sections.

For something extra, explore the moderate
6 km return Kubara pools walk.

Day Two — Afternoon

Check-in to Cooinda Lodge, the resort-style
oasis in Kakadu’s southern area.

Explore the Ngurrungurudjba, Yellow Water
Billabong by joining the afternoon Yellow
Water Cruise. As the sun paints the water's
surface with a warm golden glow, the
billabong exhibits its basking crocodiles,
vibrant birdlife, and the tranquil rhythm of
nature.

Book Cooinda Book Yellow Water Cruise

Day Two — Evening

Head to Mimi’s restaurant for an indoor a la
carte service with signature dishes, or opt for
alfresco Barra Bar, adorned with fairy lights
for a balmy outdoor dining experience.

Alternatively, try the pop-up Too Deadly
Takeaway Fish and Chip Van or Smoking
Croc BBQ House for a more casual option
upon the grassy outdoor area.

Cultural learning

The town of Jabiru is
Traditionally Owned and
situated on Mirarr Clan
Country. Marrawuddi Arts &
Culture and Bowali Visitor
Centre both provide insight
into the deep history of
these lands, Bininj/Mungguy
(Aboriginal) people and
their traditional practices
that are still very present in
local communities.

Guided tour

Join local Bininj (Aboriginal)
tour guides on a 2 hr tour of
Burrungkuy/Nourlangie
rock art, where you'll learn
about the cultural, and
family stories of the last
great rock art painter in
Kakadu. Book Yibekka

What to see

For bird lovers and wildlife
enthusiasts, download a
guide on what to see on a
Yellow Water Cruise in this
UNESCO World Heritage
Listed National Park. This is
also very helpful for visitors
with English as a secondary
language!

Arrive back at Cooinda Lodge for a delicious
buffet lunch at Mimi’s Restaurant (included in
tour) or a snack from Barra Bar!

Take the 1Tkm walking track or short drive to
Warradjan Aboriginal Cultural Centre for an
insight into culture in Kakadu with an
interactive museum, art exhibit and meeting
place to sit on country and weave with Bininj
artists and Murumburr Traditional Owners.
Boh boh (bye bye), head back to Darwin or
onto Pine Creek.

Culture of Kakadu Tour

From 3pm to 7pm, discover the rich history,
culture, bush tucker, and try your hand at
traditional art and weaving. The experience
concludes with a sunset at Nawurlandja.

Kakadu Billabong Safari Camp
Overnight Cultural Tour

Visit traditional Aboriginal land and engage
directly with the local community, while
observing traditional cooking practices.

Kakadu Air Scenic Flight

Experience the breathtaking beauty of
Kakadu from the sky with Kakadu Air's scenic
flights. These flights offer a unique
perspective on the park's landscapes,
waterfalls and ancient stone country.

Rockhole and Gungural
Lookout Walk.
